e This paper introduces a questionnaire as a measurement tool that will
help evaluate the armed forces’ resilience to hybrid interference. It is
based on the previously developed conceptualisation of resilience as
consisting of the national, social, institutional, and psychological
dimensions and guides the reader through the operationalisation of the
corresponding variables in the form of a questionnaire to be distributed
within different groups of the Czech Armed Forces.

e The aim of this article is to empirically test the applicability of the four
dimensions of resilience against hybrid threats on the concept of hybrid
interference. The article shall present case studies of hybrid operations
from lIsrael, USA, France, Taiwan, Ukraine, and Iraqg/Syria that have
exploited one or more of these dimensions with a principal goal of
demonstrating the general utility but also empirical shortcomings of
using the four- dimensional understanding of hybrid interference.

interference concept, based on theoretically and empirically salient

criteria.
